All contributions made to the 2021 Annual Meeting of the Austrian Society for Biomedical Engineering (ÖGBMT) will be published in electronic form. 

To ensure a consistent form, this template provides mandatory instructions for the preparation of the contributions. The contributions will be accepted exclusively in electronic form. 

Contributions can be submitted with color illustrations.

Methods
If you use this template to write your contribution, you do not need to change any formats. You will find all the instructions below:
Paper size: Only DIN A4 format size (210 mm x 297 mm) is accepted.
Edge: The margin width is 25 mm top and bottom as well as 20 mm left and right.
Page layout: Arrange the text in two columns, with a width of 80 mm each and a space of 10 mm between columns.
Length: Two DIN A4 pages are provided for each article.

Text: Please use the family font ARIAL. Set the line spacing to "narrow by 0.2 pt" (Microsoft Word). Use a simple line spacing. Do not indent the text after paragraphs.

Title: The title should not be longer than two lines. The title mentioned in your application is valid after you have confirmed your contribution. Arrange title, author's name (without title), institute name and e-mail address in a centered manner. The letter sizes are given in Tab. 1. Please note the paragraph formats set in this template.

Figures and tables: Figures and tables: A reference to figures and tables should be made in the text, e.g. see Fig. 1 or (Fig. 1) or see Tab. 1 or (Tab. 1). The figures and tables should be included in the text. A sample is provided in this text. If necessary, figures and tables may extend over the width of an entire page.

Label figures and tables as follows:Figures are labeled below, while tables have a heading. Both tables and image captions are centered in the case of single-line captions, but in justification for multi-line captions (example Tab. 1 and Fig. 1).

Please note that - unlike illustrations - tables may only contain alphanumeric characters, i.e. no graphic elements. Do not use characters with type sizes smaller than 8 pt.

Tab. 1 shows the formatting of the individual text objects, Fig. 1 shows an example of an illustration.
Formulas: Please use a font size of 10 pt for formulas. Formulas are left indented and are numbered right-aligned in round brackets.
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Equations should be referred to in the text, e.g. see Eq. 1, or (Eq. 1). The equations should be included in the text (see eq. 1).
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Figure 1: GMA molecular structure
References: Please mark references in the text with Arabic numerals in square brackets in the order they appear in the text. At the end these should be listed in numerical order under the heading " References" (IEEE standard).

The bibliography of this template contains examples for formatting different bibliographical references. The formatting for a reference to a book [1], a journal [2] and a conference contribution/edited book [3] is given in the references. The bibliography was formatted as "numbering" in this template (Microsoft Word). "References" should be the final heading in your contribution.

Results
Finally, you should check whether, for example, there are no incomprehensible word separations (automatic hyphenation), no columns ending with a heading, and that the tables, figures, equations and literature references are correctly referenced.
Please submit your contribution in time until 01.06.2021 via Easychair platform. The link can be found on the ÖGBMT conference website.
Please use *.pdf (Adobe Acrobat) as data format. Please do not include the character sets when converting, except for mathematical formulas. 

In case you have difficulties converting to PDF, we also accept *.doc (Micro-soft Word). However, in this case we do not guarantee the appearance of the article you want. Please use as file name the name of the first author, i.e. surname_first name.pdf.
